NWLL will offer 13 to 15 year-old players 3 team options this Spring:

13U Travel Team

This teams plays in the Northern Virginia Travel Baseball League (NVTBL) on a full-sized diamond (90’
base paths, 60’6” pitching rubber). There will be at least one double header each week and half of the
games will be away games involving travel to a field in Virginia. The teams will practice once or twice a
week, either at Friendship or at the new field at Fort Reno.

Any player wishing to play on the travel team must try out, even if he/she played on a travel team
during the prior Fall or Spring season.

15U Senior Team

This team plays on a full-sized diamond (90’ base paths, 60’6” pitching rubber) at Friendship or at other
fields in the District and in Maryland. Games are played on Sunday afternoon and mid-week.



13U Prep Teams

These teams play on an intermediate diamond (75’ base paths, 54’ pitching rubber) at Friendship or at
other fields in the District and in Maryland. Teams will play against each other and against other 13U
teams organized by other leagues in the area. Games are played on Sunday afternoon and during mid-
week.

Players will be placed on teams based on the decisions of the coaches of those teams. Decisions will be
made on what is best for the players and we can adjust the teams to match the talents of the players.

For 13-year olds, making the transition from the little league diamond (with 60’ base paths and 46’
pitching rubber) to a full-sized diamond can be difficult for many players. Some 13 year-olds are ready
to make the transition, and some would benefit from a season or two on the intermediate diamond.
NWLL has had many players spend a year on the intermediate diamond and do exceedingly well in high
school and college baseball.
